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protection has continued to increase and the gap between urban and rural areas has decreased.
However there are still significant differences between urban and rural areas. The level of protection is
still low and the convergence of specific systems is still not smoothy enough. In the long run it should
fully consider the multi-dimensional effects of large-scale population movement and aging society on the
social security system. Therefore it should optimize the system design and achieve the goal of universal
social welfare coverage for the aged and patients.

Subjective Social Status Mobility Perception and Social Participation An Empirical

Abstract: Based on the mobile phone network survey of Social Mentality Survey 2017 ( SMS2017)

database with young and middle-aged people the research explores the relationship between subjective
social status and social participation intention from the dynamic perspective of class mobility perception.
The results show that under the condition of upward flow perception subjective social status positively
predicted social participation intention. Under the condition of horizontal and downward flow perception

subjective social status negatively predicted social participation intention. In addition under the
condition of small scale upward mobility the subjective social status had a significant positive prediction
effect on social participation intention. Under the condition of large scale upward flow the subjective
social status showed a negative prediction. These findings showed that the perception of upward social
mobility and the appropriate upward mobility space were the keys to promote the active social
participation of all statuses. Meanwhile excessively large upward mobility would negatively affect the
relationship between subjective social status and social participation intention.

A Review of Class Difference in Parenting Practice: Lareau s Framework and Chinese
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Abstract: Parenting practice as an important microdevel mechanism for class mobility and
reproduction has recently received much attention from the Chinese social stratification scholars.
Existing research has discussed some aspects of class differences in parenting practice of Chinese
families but still needs overall and systematic analysis of such class differences. Based on Lareau s
class framework of “concerted cultivation” and “accomplishment of natural growth” this paper reviews
the class differences in parenting practice from three dimensions: parenting beliefs parent—hild
relationships and cultivating strategies. Compared to American families it doesn’ t exist significant
class difference in parenting beliefs and parent—child relationships in Chinese families. It may be related
to the dominant Confucius culture. Chinese families do show a significant class difference in cultivating
strategies but such class difference is not the same as that in American families. It may be related to
the education system.
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
